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My Music Or Yours

If you have not heard 1955 by Morry Sochat & The Special
20s you need to check it out. The song can be found on the
group’s debut release, Swingin’ Shufflin” Smokin’
You cannot go wrong with this number. You can tell from the
song that the band is heavily influenced by

the group’s Windy City’s predecessors, such
as Muddy Waters, Little Walter, Louis Jor-
dan and many other Chicago greats. The
Jump Blues tune will surely bring the
shaggers onto the hardwood floor. There
are several other tunes on the release that

will also catch your attention. Take a listen
to I'm In Love, Young Fashioned Ways and Straighten Up
Baby. Don't think Nat King Cole on the latter. Morry penned
the song. Morry moved to Chicago from Texas in 1990. He
started playing harmonica in 2000 from renowned teacher,
Joe Filsko at the Old Town School of Folk Music. He
organized The Special 20s in 2005 and has played with
Dave Specter, Willie “Big Eyes” Smith, Billy Branch and
Barrelhouse Chuck. In fact, Barrelhouse Chuck sometimes
plays with the band along with some of the best musicians
Chicago has to offer and is a part of this new album. In May
of this year, Morry took the band into the studio to record
Swingin’ Shufflin’ Smokin’ . With the help of Nick Moss,
who produced the new disc, they recorded the entire CD in
one day.
Alberta Adams, born Roberta Louise Osborne, was born
circa 1920 in Indianapolis, Indiana. She was raised in
Detroit, Michigan by a relative and got her break in the
1940’s, performing in a club on Hastings Street amidst other
artists like John Lee Hooker. Soon after she landed a
recording contract with Chess Records and began touring
with the likes of Duke Ellington, Eddie “Cleanhead” Vinson
and Louis Jordan. Her solo career did not lift

off until the 1990’s, recording a number of
albums since then. This year, Eastlawn Re-
cords released Detroit Is My Home . You
need to check this one out, for there is a
jewel of a song on the release, Wet Clothes.
This song has “hit” written all over it. As

SOS has left us for the year, look for this
one to be a heavy breakout number for Deejay Throwdown.
Though Wet Clothes is most likely the song on the album,
check out Keep On Keepin’ On. Though up-tempo and
probably more suitable for West Coast Swing, the song intro
has great Boogie Woogie piano works. The keyboards are
by none other than Al Hill. He also wrote several songs on
the album, one of which is Long Gone. You need to check
this one out also. Struttin' My Stuff has somewhat of an
Ernie K-Doe opening. That, in its self, makes this one worth
listening to. And you will also want to check out the title
track. Though Detroit Is My Home may not be one of the
better songs on the album, it does not need to be
overlooked. In any event, Wet Clothes is worth the purchase
price of the album.

My, my, Ecko Records has been busy. And | sure am glad,
as they have recently released several albums that are right
down our alley. Earl Gaines is a well-known name among
the deejays in our market. It thrills me that Ecko has
released a new one from this seasoned Blues artist and
Grammy Award winner.

Nothin’ But The Blues not only has
several numbers to check into, the album
carries two potential hits for our market.
Though somewhat risqué, which is the
norm for Ecko, You Better Know Your
Hole From Mine and Cheat On Schedule
are tunes that will bring the dancers onto the floor. You also
will want to take a listen to 24 Hours A Day. This re-
recording is a number for which he is well known, having
recorded it as a hit a number of years ago. Though not as
strong as the previously mentioned numbers, it is worth the
listen. Born in Decatur, Alabama, Earl Gaines, who first be-
gan singing in church, found that the world of music was
much larger than Decatur. He moved to Nashville, Tennes-
see with hopes of becoming a Blues singer. During his ca-
reer, Earl has worked with numerous artists including Bill
Doggett, Roscoe Shelton and our own Clifford Curry. In fact,
it has not been that long since he teamed with Clifford and
Roscoe to record Stacked In The Back. Earl left the music
industry in 1975 and took a job as a truck driver, but in 1989,
he returned to his roots, singing and recording full time. Earl
Gaines is truly a Renaissance Man. He is a Blues singer
who transcends time with his emotional voice and meaning-
ful interpretation of the lyrics.

Surely you know the name David Brinston, as he gave us
the Top 10 hit, Hit And Run, in 1996. Ecko Records has
brought him back to us, just releasing his new album,

Party Time! There are a number of songs
on the release that will fit into the Beach Mu-
sic market. However, Hard Working Woman
will be the song of choice, | believe, and,
most likely, will bring David back into chart
land. Though the song may require a little

pitch control, it definitely will be a crowd

pleaser. However, don't overlook | Wanna Have Some Fun.
Some of you may just prefer this one to Hard Working
Woman. There are several others you need to check out
and judge for yourself. Crazy ‘Bout You Baby and It's Party
Time are not bad songs, and either one could be played in
any club any night of the week. David Brinston got his start
in Clarksdale, Mississippi and now calls Northern, Florida
home. After Hit And Run became a regional hit, producer
Marshall Jones released an album of the same name
